	Commencement
	2. This Notice shall take effect from the date of publication in the Government Gazette.


	Interpretation
	3. Unless the context otherwise requires:

	“Authority” means the Energy and Water Utilities Regulatory Authority established under the Energy and Water Utilities Regulatory Authority Act;

	“Bulk Procurement System” means the petroleum procurement system as prescribed by the Minister under the Petroleum (Bulk Procurement) Regulations;



	
	“Director General” means the chief executive officer of the Authority;



	
	‘discussion paper” means a paper prepared by the Authority with details on the subject matter of the inquiry and which stakeholders and members of the public shall discuss and give comments before the public hearing meeting and shall include the timeline for the entire process;



	
	“inquiry” means the entire process of receiving comments from stakeholders with regard to a new Petroleum Pricing Formula;



	
	‘Minister” means the Minister responsible for petroleum affairs;



	
	“public hearing meeting” means a meeting to be convened by the Authority on 6th December 2011 or any other date to discuss, among other things, the new Petroleum Pricing Formula.

	
	

	Purpose of the Inquiry
	4. The purpose of the inquiry is to enable the Authority to collect views on the proposed new pricing formula for petroleum products in line with the requirements of the Bulk Procurement System. 

	
	

	How to Participate in the Inquiry
	5. Anyone who wishes to participate in the inquiry may do so by submitting his written views pertinent to the inquiry to the Director General at the address specified in Paragraph 9 of this Notice within the two weeks after the publication of this Notice.



	Procedure on Intervention
	6. – (1) Any interested party who wishes to intervene in the inquiry shall register with the Authority before the public hearing meeting. 


	
	(2) Interveners shall be allowed to make their presentations at the public hearing meeting and shall also receive copies of all filed materials pertinent to the inquiry. 

	
	

	
	7. There shall be a nominal charge to be determined by the Authority for intervention to cover costs of photocopying for interveners who wish to receive copies of the discussion papers and other relevant materials.
